Additional Ideas to follow-up
If you have tried the phone call technique and it hasn’t worked or maybe they aren’t interested in covering the story at the moment, you have some options for getting these people’s attentions and building a relationship.

Remember, just like everything else in life, building and sustaining relationships is the best way to get anything, so make an effort to connect with them in others ways.

Facebook:

Add them as a friend and send them a message saying hi and that you are a big fan of their show, and mention something you really like about it.

This should cause them to add you.

Watch their wall for different questions or comments they post and answer them occasionally.

Check out their profile and pic to learn more about the person.

Write on their wall or private message about a specific news story they did that really touched you.

Many of the reporters have a certain charity or cause they really believe in.  Offer to have a bootcamp donation drive for their specific organizations.

Twitter:

Some of the stations and individuals on the stations will have their own twitter accounts.  Comment on their tweets and find out what they like to do through that.

In the Community:
Most news anchors will do live shows or charity events.  Find out what events they will be at and introduce yourself once you see them.  Start up a little conversation with them and at the end, tell the person it was great to finally meet them after admiring their work for so long on TV… (sucking up isn’t a bad thing)

At the News Station:

Find out from the receptionist, when the person you are trying to meet will be at the station, but not on air or in meetings.  Show up during that time and ask the receptionist that you would like to meet the person.  Many times you can get a face to face meeting from that.
